launching & program to teach people
to cultivate small vegetable gardens
im their yards. Haiti Gardens, a Port-
au-Prince organization, will provide
the initial training, after which our
agricultural team will take over, 'We
have 92 people signed up!

The school had 417 students last
June; woe apened in October with over
GO0 students! W have 10 Tull-time pri-
mary leve] beachers and 12 part-time
secondary teachers, incduding free from
the APF technical staff; mostof the other
toachers commuts from Port-au-Princs.,

Until 3 '/, years ago there was no
secondary school at all in the region;
any student who wished Lo progress
beyvarnd the &th grade had to go to
Lecgane or Port-au-Prince.  Most waould
live with relatives in the city bo more
easily get to schoal; thus, wirtually all
educated prople were lost to the anca,

5r simone opened the first level of
the secondany school three years ago
with 22 students. This class has plo-
neered & new level @ach year since
Ehen. 0 b more years we hope to
hawe a complets primary and second-
ary school in Fondwa. This is a tre-
mendous accomplishment in rural Haiti?

all students have a strenuous walk
to schood, some up toe three howrs each
way and leayimg &5 early as 5:00am,
and we are very concerned that they
gt hungry during the day.

the Clinic

Reforestation: We planted 2,696
trees, nearly half oak, as this s
thowood with the most cash valee -
wie o ot wish to rebuild the envi-
ronment at the peasants expensel

The clinic saw approx. 380 pa-
tients in the second half of 1997,
People come with much the same
illnezses as to any clinic in the
States: colds, arthrités, wloers, hy-
porkension, backaches, infections,
etc, Butwe also soe a lot of intesti-
nal parasibes, scabies, malnutrition,
some severe abscesses, and, of
course, tropical malaria.

Mobile Clinke: ‘We began a mobile
climic i October with each of four sikes
visited once a month; on Thursday's
wiz load up the mule with medicines
and walk to the sites, We have soon
a5 many as 63 people inone day, and
as few as 3 (this after a walk of over
twio hours!). The key seems Do be ad-
wanos publicity, our cument fecius.

Health Caregivers Program: Ginette
Cloweel, hore from France for the year,
developod a course to train young
poople to work in clinics and pharma-
cles. They spend two half-days a week
for 3 months in the classroom, follonsed
by 3 months ef clinical placement.

Sereening Programs: ‘We are es-
tablishing monthly clinics far well-ba-
bies, preghnant and nursing mothers,

and a lung clinic to scroon for TE,

Vegtable Gardens: Povorty pro-
vents the peasants from buying veg-
etables to supplement thedr basic diet
of rice, beans and plantain, and, de-
spibe e idealclimabe, family vegetable

gardens are uncommon. We are
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the Agriculture Team

Education Center for Integrated
Rural Develapment: This 4 & ma-
jer educational effart to train people
for leadership roles in teaching and
continuing the waork of APF. The cur-
riculum covers: soil conservation:
refarestation; vegatable cultivation;
fertilization /plant protection; ani-
mal husbandry; lteracy; socio-eco-
nomic assessment; coop store op-
eration: accounting/management;

community building.
